1.  RULES

1.1
The Regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing 2001-2004 (RRS) with the prescriptions of the CYA, the International Shark Class Association (ISCA) General Class Rules and Specifications, and this Notice of Race, except as these are altered by the Sailing Instructions; and the Sailing Instructions.

1.2
The regatta is designated category “A” under RRS Appendix G.

2.  ENTRIES

2.1
The regatta is open to Shark class sailboats.

2.2
For the Spinnaker Fleet ONLY: In addition to the requirements of RRS 75.1, a boat must be entered by a member in good standing of a Shark class national association, and that person must be the “person in charge” (RRS 46).

2.3
RRS 78.1 is modified so that a boat which does not comply with class rules concerning measurement or does not have a valid measurement certificate may compete, and will not be subject to protest under the rule, if:
a)
it complies with all other class rules,
b)
it has not competed in another CSCA-sanctioned counter regatta that year, 
c)
it has not been issued a valid measurement certificate within the past five years, and
d)
the person in charge has signed the “statement of understanding” on the Entry Form.

2.4
A boat may not protest another boat for allegedly breaking rule 75.2 with respect to ISAF regulation 21.1(b). This changes rule 60.1(a).
2.5 Boats wishing to compete as part of the White Sail Fleet must note this intention on the entry form.  No boat shall be allowed to move between fleets after the skippers meeting on Saturday morning.  

a) no boat in the White Sail Fleet may use a spinnaker

b) any boat not specifically noted as part of the White Sail Fleet will be deemed to be part of the Spinnaker Fleet

A maximum of six races will be sailed over the two days.

3.3 No warning signal will be made after 1500 on Saturday and 1400 on Sunday.

4.  Launching & MOORING

4.1
Launch and haul-out is at the RCYC City Side Launch area located at 263 Queen’s Quay East in Toronto.  The crane is available at all times.  Trailers must be stored within the fenced area at the RCYC City Side Launch facility in the North-most section of the parking lot.  Moorings for visiting boats are located at the RCYC Island and will be assigned at registration.

Parking at the City Side Launch area is NOT free to competitors.  Trailers outside the fenced area will be charged for parking, so be sure to leave trailers inside fenced area.
5.  REGISTRATION

5.1
Email or telephone notification to the regatta organizer, bmonrad@Aol.COM, (416) 932-2143 of a boat’s intention to compete is requested as a courtesy.  

There will be no pre-registration prior to the evening of Friday May 28th..  Registration forms can be downloaded from the Shark Class web site www.shark24.org or from the RCYC web site at http://www.rcyc.ca/Regatta/regatta.asp to allow competitors to have the forms completed before arrival at the regatta.

Registration and check in will take place on Friday May 28th from 1730 to 2000 at the Regatta Centre on the RCYC Island (follow the signs) and it will continue from 0800 to 0900 on Saturday May 29th at the Regatta Centre on the RCYC Island. 

Registration fee is $90 for CSCA Spinnaker Fleet and ONLY $45 for one or both days of the White Sail Fleet.

Each skipper and crew will receive a wristband and launch pass.

6.  SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Sailing Instructions will be posted http://www.shark24.org, http://www.rcyc.ca/Regatta/regatta.asp and physically on the regatta notice board on the Island Side Club veranda, with paper copies available for competitors at registration.

7.  SCORING
7.1
RRS Appendix A2.1 is modified so that a boat’s worst score will be discarded if 4 or more races are completed.

7.2
A minimum of 2 races is required to constitute a regatta.
8.  CREW SUBSTITUTIONS

8.1
Substitution of crew during the regatta must be approved by the regatta or protest committee chairperson.




9.  PRIZES & TROPHIES
9.1
Spinnaker Fleet


The winner of the regatta in the Spinnaker fleet will be presented with the Trillium Trophy.  Keeper trophies will be awarded to the top 5 skippers and crews in the Spinnaker fleet.

The CSCA will also award prizes to competitors finishing exactly in the middle of the fleet (rounding up as required) and 3rd from last in the fleet.

9.2
White Sail Fleet


Races sailed on Saturday May 29th will be scored and prizes awarded for the top three boats.


Independent of Saturday’s results, races sailed on Sunday May 30th will be scored and prizes awarded for the top three boats.
10.  INVITATION

Competitors and their immediate families may use the club food and beverage facilities during the regatta.  Visa and MasterCard accepted.
