1. RULES
1.1 The Regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) with the

prescriptions of the CYA, the International Shark Class Association (ISCA) General
Class Rules and Specifications, and this Notice of Race, except as these are altered by the
Sailing Instructions.

1.2 The regatta is designated category “A” under RRS Regulation 20.
2. ENTRIES
2.1 The regatta is open to Shark class sailboats.
2.2 Inaddition to the requirements of RRS 75.1, a boat must be entered by a member in good
standing of a Shark class national association, and that person must be the “person in
charge” (RRS 46).
2.3 RRS 78.1 is modified so that a boat which does not comply with class rules concerning

measurement or does not have a valid measurement certificate may compete, and will not
be subject to protest under the rule, if:

a) it complies with all other class rules,
b) it has not competed in another CSCA sanctioned counter regatta,
c) the person in charge has signed the “statement of understanding” on the Entry Form.

2.4 A Dboat may not protest another boat for allegedly breaking rule 75.2 with respect to

ISAF regulation 21.1(b). This changes rule 60.1(a).
